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Sperm Festival 2007

Fertile ways of music and other media

Exactly one year later, Prague’s premium music, sound and visual culture event Sperm Festival is back and in full force. Spread to one week (February 19 to 24, 2007) and two venues, this year’s edition will see over 40 concerts, performances, screenings, workshops and visuals.

The festival will kick off on Monday February 19th at Experimentální prostor Nod/Roxy with a sound- and radio-art exhibition Here2hear opening and opening concert. Singer/songwriter Gustav from Austria will peform with a band mixing her songs with gentle electronica, British orchestral electronic Digitonal are back for more, this time in a full-band setup, both acts will be supported by sound-experimenting violinist Beseppy.

Next on agenda there are two more evenings at NoD covering interactions and interventions with radio broadcasting in Radio Tombola event (Tuesday 20th) and interactive installation / performance Drawn by American conceptual artist Zachary Liebermann (Wednesday 21st).

The festival will culminate on Saturday February 24th in Abaton with Sperm Show & Cinema with 4 stages of music and visuals. The line-up will be broken into independent label and music community showcases with the performances of pop electronic duo Mouse on Mars, Warp Records protégé Clark with his new storming live drummer show, abstract-hip-hop-dance-collage hero Daedelus with special visuals by Barcelona’s No-Domain VJs, the underground sound will be represented by the dubstep trio N-Type, Youngsta and Crazy-D from London. The “Cinema” part will see the visual storm by Aviorama and Black Box projects from Germany, Makaruk & Pani K. from Poland and the crème de la crème of local vjs. Screenings will include the fourth installment of Antenna.UK music videos serie and the Pixel Pirate II remix movie. This year’s cherry on top will be the performance of WWW, a czech hip-hop legend resurrected after ten year hiatus. 

Limited number of festival passes at 465 czk (~ 16.50 eur) including fees, tickets for the opening concert at 180 czk (~ 6.50 eur) and Sperm Show & Cinema at 295 czk (~ 10.50 eur) are available at Ticketpro.
